Definite and indefinite articles

Present Tense of regular and irregular verbs

Erik y Santiago estudian en la universidad y juegan en el equipo de fitbol americano.

Verb gustar

Examples:

A mi me gusta ver peliculas de accidn los fines de semana.
Ati te gustan los deportes aburridos.

Future Tense (ir + a + v. inf.)
Examples:
EL préximo fin de semana, Saul ya a cantar en un concierto y (yo) voy a ir a verlo.

Descriptive adjectives (agreement for gender)
Examples:
Oscar de la Hoya es alto, guapo y muy simpatico, pero su esposa no es muy bonita.

Possessive adjectives
Examples:
Graciela, mi cufiada, y su esposo siempre tienen fiestas en su casa con sus amigos.

V. Tener and idiomatic expressions

Preterite Tense of regular verbs

Examples:

Yo le compré una blusa verde a
mi hija y mi esposo les comprd unas camisas a sus hermanos. Mi esposo tiene mucha suerte
porque no gasté mucho dinero.

Demonstrative adjectives and pronouns
